Subject Pronouns
The subject of a sentence tells you who is doing the action. 
You often use people’s names as the subject:

Gregorio escucha música.

Gregory listens to music.
Ana canta y baila.


Ana sings and dances.
You also use the subject pronouns (I, you, he, she, we, they) to tell

who is doing an action. The subject pronouns replace people’s names:

Él escucha música.


He listens to music.
Ella canta y baila.


She sings and dances.
Here are some subject pronouns in Spanish: 

(HW Part 1- you are responsible to have this chart memorized)
	yo       I
	nosotros   we
nosotras   we 

	tú        you (a friend)
	(we’ll learn this side later)

	él         he
ella      she
	ellos       they
ellas       they


Note: If a group is made up of males only, or both males and females together, use the masculine forms: nosotros, ellos.
If a group is all females, use the feminine forms: nosotras, ellas.

You can combine a subject pronoun and a name to form a subject.

Alejandro y yo = nosotros

Carlos y ella = ellos
Lola y ella = ellas

Present tense of –ar verbs

The infinitive form
The infinitive forms of Spanish verbs end in –ar, -er, or –ir.

The largest group of verbs end in –ar. Hablar is one of these –ar verbs.

In order to express who is doing an action, you have to use verbs in ways other than the infinitive form. To do this, you have drop the –ar ending and make changes.
To create the forms of most –ar verbs, first drop the –ar from the infinitive, saving the stem:

hablar ( habl-

Then add the verb ending to the stem.

In Spanish, the present tense form of a verb can be translated into English in two ways.

Hablo español. 

I speak Spanish.




I am speaking Spanish. 
The verb endings indicate who is doing the action. Because of this, you can often use the verb without a subject.

Hablo inglés. 

¿Hablas español?

Subject pronouns are often used for emphasis or clarification.

Ella habla español pero él habla inglés.
